Rubber gloves and non-skid footwear
are recommended when working outdoors. Wear protective hair covering to
contain long hair.

Maintain a Safe Work Environment

1. Keep Work Area Clean
Cluttered areas and benches invite injuries. Beaver Tools recommends using
drop down air lines to keep work areas and floors free from air hoses. Beaver
offers two different retractable air hose styles and sizes (BA-1207, BA-1208,
BA-1215 and BA-1216).

2. Avoid Dangerous Environments
Don’t expose power tools to rain. Don’t use power tools in wet or damp
locations. Keep area well lit. Avoid chemical or corrosive environment.
Do not use tool in the presence of flammable liquids or gases.

3. Keep Children Away
Do not let anyone but the operator come into contact with the tool or air hose.
All children should be kept away from work area.

4. Store Idle Tools
When not in use, tools should be stored in a dry, high or locked up place and
out of reach of children.

5. Avoid Unintentional Starting
Do not carry an air connected tool with finger on trigger switch. Be sure
nothing is depressing trigger when connecting tool to air hose. Keep hands,
body and clothes clear of blades, bits, cutters, etc. when connecting the tool.
Always disconnect tool from air supply before: handing the tool to another
person, leaving the work area, moving the tool to another location, or
performing tool maintenance.

Lubrication

Always lubricate your pneumatic tools. Use one drop daily or several drops
weekly of ten weight non-detergent air tool oil. We recommend our
Beaver Tools Pneumatic Lubricant (BA-PL1). It comes in a bottle with a
flip-top spout for easy pouring. If the Beaver Tool is not lubricated, the
warranty is voided.

Keep Moisture Out

Keep moisture out of your Beaver Tools. We
recommend our Mini Water Separator (BA-113) or
our Air Control Unit (BA-421). These units will
help keep moisture from accumulating inside your
air tools. Allowing moisture to collect in you Beaver
Tool will void the warranty.

Keep tools clean for better and safer performance.
Always keep handles dry, clean and free
from oil and grease.

. Air Pressure

Always maintain the appropriate air
pressure. Beaver Tools run on a
minimum of 90 PSI and a maximum of
110 PSI. We recommend our Air
Regulator with Gauge (BA-111) to
monitor your air pressure at all times.

Check your air hose for leaks or cracks.
Vinyl hoses do not kink or crack
like plastic hoses.

Beaver Tools carries a line of vinyl air hoses that are either coiled or retractable.

Stay Sharp
Check all blades, bits, cutters, etc. for sharpness. It is important to keep tools
sharp for optimum performance.

Check for Damaged Parts

carefully checked to determine that it will operate properly and perform its
intended function. Check for alignment of moving parts, binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts, mounting, and any other conditions that may affect its
operation.
